A “budget quotation” is a rough estimate of the costs of construction which is prepared without a lot of detailed information on the quality or type of materials. A “contract bid” is a price for which the contractor is prepared to build, and is usually based on a complete set of drawings and/or outline specifications. 


Low Water Crossing:
A roadway crossing of a dry or intermittent flowing creek, drainage easement or other low-lying area that may or may not have a bridge, culvert, or culverts, and which may be inundated by water during storm events.
